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The Viola da Gamba Society of America expresses its deep gratitude to Paul
Furnas for graciously permitting this publication of his intabulation of 46 pieces from the
Manchester Lyra-Viol Manuscript (commonly known as the Manchester Gamba Book)
so that they could be made widely available to modern players of the viola da gamba.
